Candidates will be responsible for performing all tasks associated with TIER’s six environmental remediation service lines (laboratory chemical packaging, industrial maintenance, contaminated soil excavation and disposal, installation of groundwater and/or soil remediation systems, storage tank services, and asbestos abatement). Duties/Responsibilities:
· Expected hours are Monday through Friday, with varying shift times between 6:30 AM to 5:00 PM

· Maintain professional, polite, courteous, and respectful customer interaction.

· Handle (load and unload) empty lightweight (1 to 40-#) shipping containers and packaging supplies.

· Inventory and segregate small (gram quantities to multiple pounds) containers (glass jars, cans, bags, etc.) of expired, off-specification, unused laboratory chemicals.  Department of Transportation (D.O.T.) chemical class (explosive, flammable, corrosive, etc.) determines segregation practices.

· Safely package chemicals into appropriate D.O.T. shipping containers according to segregation practices.

· Properly complete shipping documents including applying markers/labels according to (D.O.T.) and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) laws and regulations.

· Assist (using pallet jacks, drum carts and fork trucks) and supervise loading of properly labeled containers into licensed transportation vehicles.  Strict adherence to stowage regulations is expected.

· Complete and submit internal paperwork in a timely fashion by properly recording field notes, customer needs or field discrepancies.  
· Obtain commercial driver’s license with hazardous materials endorsement.

· Safely operate the following hand-controlled equipment while performing industrial maintenance services:

a. Medium duty (3,000-psi) pressure washers

b. Varying sizes and types of pumps including drum pumps, diaphragm, centrifugal, trash
· Safely perform confined space entry.  Don and use fall protection and mechanical retrieval equipment.
· Safely operate aerial work platforms and material handlers.

· Safely operate the following hand-held equipment while installing groundwater and soil remediation systems:

a. Demolition saw

b. Self-propelled walk behind saw

c. Jumping jack

d. Plate tamper
e. Portable generators
f. Circular saws, electric reciprocating saws, and drills

g. Squeegee, shovels, rakes, and push brooms

· Accurately measure, cut and glue plastic pipe and fittings.

· Lay and safely handle hoses associated with high-power vacuum unit.

· Properly install erosion control systems (silt fence, erosion matting and blankets)

· Safely operate common vegetation clearing tools (chain saws, weed whacker, shears, trimmers)

· Operate and interpret in-the-field safety monitoring equipment.
· Perform routine, basic, general construction practices.

· Occasional overnight travel is to be expected.  Normally will return on weekends if the duration of the project is more than one week.

· Physically fit as determined by company physical (including pre-employment drug screen).
